RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE INGHAM COUNTY CLERK TO ENTER INTO A GRANT AGREEMENT WITH THE CENTER FOR TECH AND CIVIC LIFE FOR ELECTION-RELATED EXPENDITURES 

RESOLUTION #20 – 411
WHEREAS, the Ingham County Clerk wishes to enter into a grant agreement with the Center for Tech and Civic Life for election-related expenditures during the COVID-19 outbreak; and 

WHEREAS, the grant funding, valued at $55,806.1875 USD, will be used to defray costs related to election activities between now and the end of the calendar year; and

WHEREAS, the grant funds must be used exclusively for the public purpose of planning and operationalizing safe and secure election administration in Ingham County in 2020; and

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Clerk has several planned activities requiring expenditures for the upcoming General Election relating to the County Consolidated Absent Voter Counting Board services, equipment purchases, educational mailings, and public service announcements.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Board of Commissioners authorizes the County Clerk to enter into a grant agreement with the Center for Tech and Civic Life for election-related expenditures in 2020 valued at $55,806.1875 USD.  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make the necessary budget adjustments required as a result of this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes the County Clerk to sign any necessary contract documents that are consistent with this resolution after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
