WHEREAS, Resolution #21-454 was adopted on September 28, 2021; and

WHEREAS, Michigan State Treasury has now requested a deficit elimination budget to accompany Resolution #21-454; and

WHEREAS, staffing changes have changed since Resolution #21-454 was adopted and transferring personnel costs for the period of August 1, 2021 through December 31, 2021 will no longer achieve the desired result; and

WHEREAS, the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 can financially aid local governments who sustained revenue loss due to the COVID-18 pandemic.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby amends Resolution #21-454 which is the Ingham County Fair Board Fund Deficit Elimination Plan, changing from the period of August 1, 2021 through December 31, 2021 to the period of January 1, 2021 through December 31, 2021.
