WHEREAS, the current agreement ends September 30, 2020 ICHD must renew this agreement to maintain its role as a Counselor Dedicated Organization (CDO) in Michigan; and

WHEREAS, ICHD must renew this agreement to certify staff as Application Counselors who provide enrollment assistance to community members; and

WHEREAS, this agreement will be effective October 1, 2020 through September 30, 2022; and

WHEREAS, the Health Officer recommends renewing the agreement with Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services allowing ICHD to maintain its CDO status, effective October 1, 2020 through September 30, 2022. 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes ICHD to enter into an agreement with Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services allowing ICHD to maintain its CDO status, effective October 1, 2020 through September 30, 2022

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any necessary contract documents consistent with this resolution upon approval as to form by the County Attorney. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this resolution is approved in accordance with Resolution 20-110 delegating authority to the Board Chairperson to approve emergency resolutions pursuant to the provisions of MCL 30.401 et seq or MCL 10.31 et seq if a state of disaster or state of emergency has been declared by the governor, then, during such time of emergency, to approve emergency resolutions, subject to subsequent ratification by the Board of Commissioners at a later date.
