RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN AGREEMENT WITH
QUEST DIAGNOSTICS LLC FOR COVID-19 LAB SERVICES
RESOLUTION #20 – 369
WHEREAS, ICHD wishes to enter into a lab services agreement with Quest Diagnostics LLC to set up a lab interface in the Electronic Health Records (EHR) to order COVID-19 tests, receive testing supplies, submit specimens for testing and receive results; and

WHEREAS, through partnership with Michigan Primary Care Association (MPCA) and Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (MDHHS), Community Health Centers (CHCs) across the state of Michigan are being mobilized to collect COVID-19 samples for testing Michigan migratory workers under Emergency Order MCL 333.2253 (Mandatory Testing, Preventative Measures, and Safe Housing for Agricultural Workers) using reference lab, Quest Diagnostics LLC; and 

WHEREAS, the CHCs are required to provide specimen collection services for COVID-19 diagnostic testing. MPCA and Quest Diagnostics LLC have entered into an agreement to process COVID-19 samples collected under this agreement; and

WHEREAS, Quest Diagnostics will bill MPCA for samples collected and resulted with account numbers and interfaces set up with the CHCs; and
WHERAS, this agreement will be effective upon execution and continue in perpetuity until terminated; and
WHEREAS, there are no costs associated with the services agreement with Quest Diagnostics LLC as Quest Diagnostics LLC will bill MPCA for costs of the lab services; and

WHEREAS, the Ingham Community Health Center Board and the Health Officer recommend entering a Lab Services Agreement with Quest Diagnostics LLC and the participation of the CHCs in this expanded testing initiative in collaboration with MDHHS and MPCA. 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize a laboratory services agreement with Quest Diagnostics LLC in order for the CHCs to participate in the expanded COVID-19 testing project in collaboration with MDHHS and MPCA. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Health Officer, Linda S. Vail, MPA, is authorized to electronically sign any contract documents on behalf of the county after approval as to form by the County Attorney

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this resolution is approved in accordance with Resolution 20-110 delegating authority to the Board Chairperson to approve emergency resolutions pursuant to the provisions of MCL 30.401 et seq or MCL 10.31 et seq if a state of disaster or state of emergency has been declared by the governor, then, during such time of emergency, to approve emergency resolutions, subject to subsequent ratification by the Board of Commissioners at a later date.
