RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN AGREEMENT WITH COMMUNITY MENTAL HEALTH AUTHORITY OF CLINTON, EATON, AND INGHAM COUNTIES TO PROVIDE 
TEMPORARY PSYCHIATRIC SERVICES TO INMATE-PATIENTS

RESOLUTION #22 – 374

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Sheriff’s Office, hereafter Sheriff, operates a correctional environment necessitating the facilitation of behavioral health care for inmates; and

WHEREAS, the Sheriff and the Health Department have partnered to facilitate behavioral health care, to include contracted psychiatric services; and 

WHEREAS, a recent contract for psychiatric services expired June 30, 2022 leaving the County with an unfavorable, piecemeal approach to providing psychiatry visits only for highly prioritized cases; and

WHEREAS, the preferred system in this transitional period of correctional health care is to ensure Community Mental Health Authority of Clinton, Eaton, and Ingham Counties (CMH) can minimally extend psychiatric services to their inmate-clients and high priority cases; and

WHEREAS, the Sheriff and Health Department desire to establish a formal compensation arrangement with CMH from July 15, 2022 through December 31, 2022, specifically for psychiatry; and

WHEREAS, the County has funds available through residual psychiatric services contracts or justice millage programming salary residual to cover up to $15,000 worth of psychiatric services; and

WHEREAS, CMH is an established vendor providing behavioral health related services to the County, making this a sensible and easy temporary solution.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners approves the allocation of funds and entering into an agreement on behalf of the Ingham County Sheriff’s Office and Ingham County Health Department for psychiatric services to be provided by Community Mental Health Authority of Clinton, Eaton, and Ingham Counties for the time period of July 15, 2022 through December 31, 2022, as needed, in an amount not to exceed $15,000.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners directs the Controller/Administrator to make the necessary budget adjustments in the Ingham County Health Department or Justice Millage budgets.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes the Board Chair to sign any necessary contract documents that are consistent with this resolution and approved as to form by the County Attorney.
