RESOLUTION TO APPROVE $2,000,000 FROM THE HOUSING TRUST FUND FOR INGHAM COUNTY LAND BANK MATCHING FUNDS FOR ROW HOUSE CONSTRUCTION 
RESOLUTION #22 – 383

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Board of Commissioners, through Resolution #22-211, has allocated $9,000,000 in American Rescue Plan funds for affordable housing opportunities through the Ingham County Housing Trust Fund; and
WHEREAS, one of the purposes identified by the Board of Commissioners in that allocation is to “create partnerships to construct energy efficient, affordable housing options including: medium-density housing such as row houses and small apartment buildings, single-family homes, and duplexes”; and 
WHEREAS, the Ingham County Land Bank Fast Track Authority (ICLB) was established by Ingham County in 2005, and has been the County’s primary agency for creating and preserving affordable housing and neighborhood growth; and
WHEREAS, the Ingham County Land Bank plans to construct row houses on vacant parcels already owned by the ICLB in the City of Lansing; and
WHEREAS, the first of these projects include 17 units to be constructed on the 1200 block of West Saginaw Street, the 400 block of North Martin Luther King Jr Boulevard, the 400 block of North Pennsylvania Avenue, and the 500 block of North Pennsylvania Avenue; and
WHEREAS, the units to be constructed will be offered for sale to households at or below 80% Area Median Income (AMI) and at below market costs, enabling first-time home buyers to begin the process of accumulating intergenerational wealth; and
WHEREAS, the construction of these units requires the investment of public funds such as the funds designated by Board of Commissioners for such uses through the Housing Trust Fund; and
WHEREAS, ICLB has partnered with the City of Lansing to request matching funds from the State of Michigan for this purpose and for other purposes intended to help revitalize downtown Lansing and corridors leading to downtown Lansing; and
WHEREAS, the ICLB is requesting $2,000,000 from the Housing Trust Fund to serve as matching funds for the ICLB Row House Project; and
WHEREAS, the project meets many of the objectives set forth by the Board of Commissioners and by the Housing Trust Fund Committee, which voted unanimously at the July 19, 2022 meeting to support the $2,000,000 Housing Trust Fund allocation.
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners approve $2,000,000 from the Housing Trust Fund for the ICLB Row House Project, which will include 17 units constructed on the 1200 block of West Saginaw Street, the 400 block of North Martin Luther King Jr Boulevard, the 400 block of North Pennsylvania Avenue, and the 500 block of North Pennsylvania Avenue.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any necessary budget adjustments.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes the Board Chairperson to sign any necessary documents that are consistent with this resolution and approved as to form by the County Attorney.
