RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN AGREEMENT WITH THE 
STATE COURT ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICE FOR REIMBURSEMENT OF 
STATE LITIGATION COSTS UNDER MCL 800.453 

RESOLUTION #22 – 473
WHEREAS, pursuant to MCL 800.453, ‘the state shall reimburse each county for the reasonable and actual costs incurred by that county for implementing additional jurisdictional duties in the circuit court imposed upon that county by law because that county is specifically named in the law as having jurisdiction’; and

WHEREAS, the 30th Circuit Court handles a significant number of additional “state litigation” cases filed in its court because Ingham County, as the county where the State Capital is located, is specified as the proper venue; and

WHEREAS, since October 1, 2017, the 30th Circuit Court has been in an agreement with the State Court Administrative Office (SCAO) for SCAO to pay the Court a set amount – $200,000 per year – representing a fair and accurate estimation of ‘the reasonable and actual costs incurred for implementing its additional jurisdictional duties’; and

WHEREAS, as the current agreement indicates, such an agreement ‘more effectively implements the requirements of law’, avoiding intermittent detailed and time-consuming cost calculations; and

WHEREAS, SCAO is prepared to renew the agreement for three more years, from October 1, 2022, to September 30, 2025, providing the same yearly payment of $200,000.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes entering into an agreement with SCAO for three years, from October 1, 2022, to September 30, 2025, during which SCAO will, pursuant to MCL 800.453, make yearly payments totaling $200,000 as proper reimbursement for the 30th Circuit Court’s additional work handling state litigation cases.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any necessary documents consistent with this resolution upon approval as to form by the County Attorney.
