RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN AGREEMENT WITH VITALCORE HEALTH STRATEGIES FOR CORRECTIONAL HEALTH SERVICES FOR THE INGHAM COUNTY JAIL AND 

INGHAM COUNTY YOUTH CENTER

RESOLUTION #22 – 544
WHEREAS, the Ingham County Sheriff’s Office and the Ingham County Health Department partnered on jail medical services for the Ingham County Jail for a number of years; and
WHEREAS, this partnership model struggled to provide adequate medical care to inmates at the Ingham County Jail; and

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Health Department currently provides healthcare services for the Ingham County Youth Center, but due to staffing issues, would prefer to cease operations at the Youth Center; and

WHEREAS, to establish a long-term solution for Ingham County Jail and Ingham County Youth Center healthcare services, a Request for Proposals was issued June 13, 2022 for Correctional Health Services; and

WHEREAS, three bids for Correctional Health Services were received on August 16, 2022; and

WHEREAS, VitalCore Health Strategies provided the lowest responsive bid; and

WHEREAS, after interviews with the two lowest responsive bidders, it was determined that VitalCore’s fee structure and patient care model made them the preferred vendor; and

WHEREAS, VitalCore Health Strategies’ proposed fees are $2,439,239.69 for the first year of Jail health services and $138,108 for the first year of Youth Center health services with a yearly 3% increase for years two and three for both facilities; and

WHEREAS, as labor relations are exceedingly important to Ingham County, VitalCore Health Strategies, within six months of contract start date, will be obligated to submit an attestation that 1) they have entered into one or more labor peace agreements with a labor organization, or 2) no labor organization has sought to represent their employees; and

WHEREAS, such attestation shall be updated annually.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes entering into a three-year agreement with VitalCore Health Strategies, 719 SW Van Buren Street, Suite 100, Topeka, Kansas, 66603 for Correctional Health Services for the Ingham County Jail for a first year amount not to exceed $2,439,239.69 with a not to exceed increase of 3% for each following year, and the Ingham County Youth Center with a first year not to exceed amount of $138,108 with a not to exceed increase of 3% for each following year.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that VitalCore Health Strategies, within six months of contract start date, will be obligated to submit an attestation that 1) they have entered into one or more labor peace agreements with a labor organization, or 2) no labor organization has sought to represent their employees, and such attestation shall be updated annually.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any necessary budget adjustments.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes the Board Chairperson to sign any necessary documents that are consistent with this resolution and approved as to form by the County Attorney.
